DISCUSSION AND OUTLOOK

AT 400 PM CHST...0600 UTC...THE CENTER OF TROPICAL DEPRESSION 02W WAS LOCATED NEAR LATITUDE 5.8 DEGREES NORTH
AND LONGITUDE 149.5 DEGREES EAST. 02W IS MOVING NORTH-NORTHWEST AT 2 MPH. IT IS EXPECTED TO MAINTAIN THIS
GENERAL COURSE WITH AN INCREASE IN FORWARD SPEED OVER THE NEXT 24 HOURS.

MAXIMUM SUSTAINED WINDS REMAIN AT 30 MPH. 02W IS FORECAST TO INTENSIFY OVER THE NEXT FEW DAYS, POSSIBLY
BECOMING A TROPICAL STORM TONIGHT AND A TYPHOON SUNDAY NIGHT.
